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David Shaul

will perform
traditional Irish,
Celtic music at
St. Patty's Day
benefit concert

Harpist and violinist
David Shaul will share his
love of Celtic music on St.
Patrick’s Day in a benefit
concert for the Cheyenne
Little Theatre Players.He
will perform traditional
Irish and Celtic music at
the Atlas Theatre with spe-
cial guests Amy Lenell and
Jeff Bowell.

Shaul is a newly selected
member of the Wyoming
Arts Council Artist Roster.

“In the past I’ve done big
St. Patrick’s Day concerts,”
Shaul said. “This is nice,
since I just got on the roster
to become known locally. A
St. Patrick’s Day concert
was the way to do it.”

Shaul said he ap-
proached the director of the
Little Theatre Players
Randy Bernhard and the
group agreed to the concert.

“I enjoy doing St.
Patrick’s Day concerts,”
Shaul said. “I’ve done them
lot of times. They’re the
perfect venue not for just
Irish, but Celtic music in
general.”

Shaul is no stranger to

the theatrical group, either.

He is in the pit orchestra
for the Cheyenne Little
Theatre Players’ produc-
tion of “I Love You, You're
Perfect, Now Change.”

“This was the first thing
that I’ve done with the
Cheyenne Little Theater in
along time,” he said. “I
came back this summer - I
lost my dad in 2007 -so I
came here to be with my
mother.”

Shaul was the principal
harpist in the Tucson Bal-
let Orchestra in the 1970s.
He received his doctorate
from the University of Cal-
ifornia — Berkeley.

“T’ve played the violin
since the fourth grade and
the harp since 18,” Shaul
said. “T always thought I
wanted to play a harp.
Then when I was 18, I went
to the University of Ari-

zona’s harp studio.”

Up until that point, he
had only seen harpists
played on TV.

Shaul plays a variety of
harps: Asian, Latin Ameri-
can, folk harps, big harps
and cross strung harps.

“I am teaching a harp
class at Laramie County
Community College,” he
said. “It’s a basic harp
class in a group setting. I
would like to have a harp
ensemble. The harp is such
a wonderful instrument
that sounds nice, six or sev-
en together sound better.”

At Tuesday’s concert
Shaul will perform on two

different harps.
“The harp is an older

Celtic instrument,” he said.

“The Celts used it a longer
time than they have used
the violin or guitar. It’s the
oldest Celtic instrument.”

Shaul will sing in Welsh,
Cornish and Gaelic at the
concert.

“What attracted me to
Celtic music is how it
sounds,” he said. “It’s dis-
tinct and beautiful.

“The way that the lan-
guages sound are haunt-
ingly beautiful. It’s like
hearing opera in Italian. It
sounds better in Italian
than English.”

He will perform tradi-
tional songs. “A musical
history of Ireland that fea-
tures the harp and voice
during the first half,” he
said. “Then I'll perform
some Scottish pieces.

“The rest is an Irish Ceili
band session, featuring the
fiddle, harp and penny
whistle.”

He’ll then perform three
tunes that the audience can
sing along to. “They’re fa-
miliar Irish/American
pieces,” Shaul said. “Of
course I'll do ‘Danny Boy,’
that’s ritualistic.

“You have to have that at
a St. Patrick’s Day concert.”
